Requirements
· Founder must lead the school for 2 years or more after opening
· School must be approved by the school district in which it will be opened
· School must serve a population of at lest 50% low income students 
Financial details
A $60,000 stipend will be provided to the selected blended learning fellow from August 2012 until July 2013. Monthly payments will be taxable and benefits are not included. 
Support provided by Get Smart Schools and Partners
Fellow will complete the GSS Fellowship with the cohort, and will not be required to complete additional coursework. He or she may apply to waive the university coursework that he/she has completed previously. The fellow’s Individualized Learning Plan will be crafted to reflect the focus of the school, and residencies may be tailored to provide required support for the specific blended learning model the fellow plans to use in his or her school. 

APPLY NOW! —How to apply
To be eligible for this exciting opportunity, you must apply to the GSS Fellowship program by submitting the application and going through the interview process. You must also submit a concept paper about your proposed school plan. The concept paper should be no more than 10 pages long, and should include an executive summary with preliminary details about the proposed school, including outcomes, measurements, a description of how blended learning will be used as the core academic program and how it will meet the needs of all students, and the grade configuration of the school.
